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Tentative Itinerary

Day 1: Srinagar
On arrival proceed to Srinagar Hotel(1.5hrs), after check in to the hotel rest of the day explore
Srinagar at your leisure. Overnight stay at Srinagar.

Day 2: Srinagar - Sonamarg - Kargil
After breakfast proceed on a full day excursion to Sonamarg (3.5hrs). After Lunch proceed to Kargil
(3.5hrs). Overnight stay at Kargil.

Day 3: Kargil - Leh (11,500 ft)
After breakfast proceed towards Leh. Explore Leh at your leisure. Overnight stay at Leh.

Day 4: Leh - Alchi - Leh (1.5 hrs drive one way)

After Early breakfast proceed to visit Local Sight Seeing Hemis, Thiksey Monastery and
Shey palace. After Lunch proceed to beautiful Alchi Monasteries, magnetic hill, Pathar
Sahib Gurudwara, Hall of fame Museum & 3 Idiot School. Overnight stay at Leh.

Day 5: Leh - Nubra Valley (5 hrs drive approx)

After breakfast drive to Nubra valley via Khardung la (Highest Motorable

Road in the World, 18,380 ft) reach Diskit by afternoon and visit Diskit Monastery enroute. Later
explore Diskit and Hundur Villages at your leisure. Overnight stay at Nubra Valley.

Day 6: Nubra Valley - Leh (5 hrs drive approx)

After breakfast proceed to, two-hump camel safari in sand dunes between Diskit and
Hundur Village. Leave by 1.00pm and drive back to Leh by same route by Crossing
Khardung la Pass. Enroute visit Shanti stupa & Leh Palace.

Overnight stay at Leh.

Day 7: Leh - Pangong Lake (5 hrs drive approx)

After breakfast proceed to Pangong Lake through Chang la Pass (17350 ft). Explore the lake and its
surrounding area at your leisure. Overnight stay at Pangong Lake.

Day 8: Pangong Lake - Leh (5 hrs drive approx)
After breakfast proceed back to Leh. Overnight stay at Leh.
Day 9: Leh

After Breakfast proceed to Leh airport. Today our trip ends and we return back to our home or next
destination with new experiences and memories to cherish.
