Jaisalmer

monuments. It is also a hub for entertainment and adventure as one can enjoy the folk and cultural 

dance performances, indulge into camel rides, ATV rides and other outdoor activities and can also 

get an experience to stay at the desert camps. The major attractions to visit here are Jaisalmer Fort, 

Sam, Gadisar Lake and Jain Temples. 
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Jaipur 

       

Jaipur, which is termed as India’s pink city, is the capital of Rajasthan. Jaipur is famous for it’s pink-

red tinged buildings, forts, palaces, colorful markets, handicrafts, food and culture. It is packed with 

history, culture and art and some of the best places to experience it are Hawa Mahal, Jantar 

Mantar, City Palace and Museum, Chokhi Dhani Resort. 

Jodhpur 

      

Jodhpur, which is more commonly known as the blue city of India, is the second largest city of 

Rajasthan. Jodhpur is famous for its magnificent historical monuments, temples, palaces, blue-

colored buildings and picturesque lakes. Some of the major attractions to visit are Umaid Bhawan 

Palace and Museum, Jaswant Thada and Mehrangarh Fort. 

Bikaner 

       

Bikaner which is not much of the touristy compared to the other cities of Rajasthan and that’s what 

attracts the avid travelers to this city. It gives glimpse of the real Rajasthani charm and culture. 

Some of the major attractions to visit are Junagarh Fort, Bikaner Camel Research Center, Lalgarh 

Palace, Bhandasar Jain Temple and Karni Mata Temple. 
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Tentative Itinerary 
Day 1: Jaipur 

On arrival at Jaipur Station / Airport proceed toward the Hotel. In the Evening you can take an 

option tour to visit Laxminarayan Temple (Birla Mandir) & Chokhi Dhani - An Ethnic Village Resort. 

Overnight stay at Jaipur. 
 

Day 2: Jaipur 

After Breakfast proceed for sightseeing tour and visit Amber Fort & Palace, Gaitore Cenetophs (Front 

View), Jal Mahal (photo stop), City Palace & Museum, Jantar Mantar (Observatory), Hawa Mahal 

(photo stop). Later in evening explore the area at your leisure. Overnight stay at Jaipur. 
 

Day 3: Jaipur - Bikaner (330 km) 

After Breakfast proceed towards Bikaner (6hrs approx.). Later visit Karni Mata Temple (Rats Temple) 

at Deshnok. Overnight stay at Bikaner. 
 

Day 4: Bikaner - Jaisalmer (330 km) 

After Breakfast proceed towards Jaisalmer (6hrs approx.). Later visit Jaisalmer Fort known as Golden 

Fort / Sonar Kella. Overnight stay at Jaisalmer. 
 

Day 5: Jaisalmer - Sam (50 km) 

After Breakfast proceed towards Sam (1 hr approx.) and enroute visit Patwon ki haveli, Salim Singh ki 

haveli, Tanot mata temple. Later proceed towards Thar desert and enjoy the camel ride, jeep ride 

and other activities and also experience spectacular view of sun set. Overnight stay at Jaisalmer. 
 

Day 6: Jaisalmer 

After Breakfast explore Jaisalmer and local sightseeing which includes Jaisalmer War Museum, 

Gadisar Lake, Lodrawa Jain temple. Overnight stay at Jaisalmer. 
 

Day 7: Jaisalmer - Jodhpur (350 km) 

After Breakfast proceed towards Jodhpur (6hrs approx.). Enroute visit Ramdevra, Ossian - an ancient 

Jain trading town famous for its stunning carved temples. Later in the evening explore Jodhpur at 

your leisure. Overnight stay at Jodhpur. 
 

Day 8: Jodhpur 

After Breakfast explore Jodhpur and local sightseeing. Visit Umaid Bhawan Palace & Museum, 

Mehrangarh Fort, Moti Mahal, Phool Mahal. Later visit Jaswant Thada, Kaylana Lake and Mandore 

Garden. Overnight stay at Jodhpur. 
 

Day 9: Jodhpur 

After Breakfast proceed towards Station / Airport. Today our trip ends and we return back to our 

home or next destination with new experiences and memories to cherish.
